| am honoured to present this end-of-year report
on behalf of the Board of Directors. Over the
past year, Habitat for Humanity Hong Kong has
shown resilience, sound financial stewardship,
and unwavering commitment to our mission:
ensuring every family we serve has access to safe
and affordable housing. A secure home is the
foundation for dignity, health, and opportunity. As
our organisation grows, our mission has sharpened in
response to evolving community needs.

Earlier this fiscal year, Olivia Wong stepped down as
Chair after nine years of extraordinary service. Her
leadership shaped Habitat for Humanity Hong Kong,
and we are grateful she continues serving on the
Habitat International Board and our Women Build
programme. In March 2025, | assumed the role of
Chair, following my Board service since 2019 and as
Vice Chair for three and a half years. | am committed
to strengthening our foundations, deepening
partnerships, and delivering lasting impact for
families in need.

In FY25, our Build Beyond Gala highlighted that
home is far more than shelter. It underpins health,
education, and economic resilience. We were
honoured to welcome members of Habitat's Asia
Pacific Development Council, whose generous

support funds innovative projects linking housing with
health, education, and livelihoods across the region.

This year, we also launched our pilot Youth Engagement
Programme to inspire the next generation to co-create
solutions to housing challenges through innovation,
collaboration, and mentorship. The programme
participants, are exposed to the housing need in Hong
Kong & overseas, and build their understanding of how
building homes can lead to lasting impact.

Throughout the year, our dedicated team delivered
home modifications for elderly residents, organised
community workshops, and supported families in
substandard housing, improving safety, accessibility,
and comfort for hundreds of households across Hong
Kong.

Looking beyond FY25, our priorities remain: expanding
housing programmes for vulnerable families and the
elderly, strengthening partnerships with NGOs, schools,
and corporates, growing youth engagement, and
upholding transparency and accountability for every
dollar spent. To our Board, staff, volunteers, donors,
and partners, thank you. Your commitment turns vision
into reality. Together, we prove that safe and affordable
housing is key, and | invite you to continue this journey
with us. Every home we build or repair is a step toward a
stronger, more equitable Hong Kong.
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Message from our CEO
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FY25 marked a turning point for housing in Hong
Kong. In the 2024 Policy Address, the government
announced new minimum standards for subdivided
units (SDUs). This critical step improves living
conditions for thousands of families. At Habitat for
Humanity Hong Kong, we welcome this progress,
which echoes the urgency we highlighted in our
2022 Minimum Housing Standards Report. We
are encouraged by the action taken and remain
committed to supporting families through this
transition so that no one is left behind.

Policy change brings hope but also challenges.
As landlords upgrade or withdraw SDUs from the
market, low-income families face uncertainty and
displacement risks. Habitat Hong Kong responded
with targeted programmes and practical solutions.

Through our SDU Programme: Pathway to Stability,
we improved the living conditions for 50 families
and delivered training workshops on fire safety, pest
control, and decluttering to 300 households. This
pilot programme includes a social impact assessment
to measure long-term outcomes.

We relaunched Women Build by establishing the
Women Build Fund to provide flexible support for
single mothers and their children living in subdivided
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Message from our CEO

units. Through Women Build Community events,
participants and volunteers are building lasting
connections and practical assistance for families
facing housing insecurity.

We continued essential home repairs and ageing-in-
place modifications for elderly residents in public
rental housing, enhancing safety and comfort for
vulnerable seniors.

We also initiated a comprehensive Housing
Ecosystem Assessment to identify systemic barriers
to decent housing and upward mobility, ensuring our
programmes and advocacy drive sustainable change.

A safe home is more than shelter, it is the foundation
for dignity, health, and opportunity. When families
have stability, children thrive, parents provide, and
communities strengthen. Every repair, relocation,
and workshop advances this vision. We stay focused
on measurable impact, building resilience for
vulnerable families, and collaborating with partners
for a Hong Kong where housing is safe, affordable,
and sustainable.

Thank you for standing with us. Together, we are
improving homes, transforming lives, and building a
future where stability and dignity are within reach for
every family.

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Youth Empowerment

Programme (Pilot)
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In FY25, in proud partnership with Techtronic Industries
Company Limited (TTI), we launched the Pilot
Youth Empowerment Programme. With TTI's strong
commitment to nurturing the next generation of leaders,
this collaboration provided young people with hands-
on opportunities to develop confidence, communication
skills, and a deeper sense of social responsibility.

We recruited 11 students from The Salvation Army
William Booth Secondary School, to actively participate
in our Youth Empowerment Programme. They joined
a local volunteer service day to help declutter a home
for an elderly resident and took part in professional
communication training sessions, learning practical
skills in photography, filming, and video editing. The
programme also brought together 11 students from the
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Our global impact

Hong Kong University of Science and Technology and
Li Po Chun United World College, offering meaningful
experiences combining personal growth with community
impact.

Locally, participants volunteered at Hong Kong public
housing estates, spending a full day assisting two elderly
residents with essential home improvements. Students
worked alongside professional contractors, learning to
remove flaking paint, apply primer, and safely repaint
ceilings. These repairs helped residents live in safer, more
dignified homes.

In June 2025, we led students on our first Global Village
build since the pandemic, travelling from Hong Kong
to Vietnam and then taking a three-hour bus journey
from Ho Chi Minh City to Thap Muoi District, Dong Thap
Province. There, they helped build a new home for a low-
income family of five. The family's existing house, made
of corrugated iron, wooden pillars, and old planks, had a
severely degraded roof that frequently leaked.

Beyond construction, participants spent time with the
family, gaining insights into cultural differences and daily
life. The family shared that volunteers were not only
building a house but helping make a dream come true.
The new home provides a safe place for the children
to grow up, without fear of flooding, power outages,
or typhoon damage. At the end of the five-day build,
students said heartfelt goodbyes after forming meaningful
connections.

Through this partnership with TTI, we are empowering
young people to become compassionate, socially aware
leaders. By engaging them in local and overseas service,
the programme creates lasting change for vulnerable
families in Hong Kong and across the Asia-Pacific region,
while inspiring youth to contribute to a more equitable
and resilient future.
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Our Project Home Works programme fills a
critical service and resource gap by providing
deep cleaning, decluttering, pest control, repair
and renovation services for vulnerable elderly
people living in public rental housing.

Habitat Hong Kong works with local NGOs and
social workers to identify families most in need of
our services. We partner with a variety of specialist
vendors, local domestic workers, licensed
contractors and volunteers to deliver immediate
improvements to the safety and sanitation of low-
income households in the community.
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Mrs Cheng is 72 years old this year and lives in Kin Ming Estate in
Tseung Kwan O. Dispite her simple lifestyle, as time past, several
problems have arisen with her living environment, which have
been causing her considerable distress. In particular, the ceilings
in the kitchen and bathroom have started to peel and flake.
This has not only affected her quality of life but has also left her
feeling uneasy.

Mrs Cheng told us that these issues have troubled her for a long
time. The situation becomes especially bad on rainy days, leaving
her feeling very helpless. She hopes the problems can be resolved
so that her home can become safer and more comfortable again.

After learning about Mrs Cheng's needs, Habitat for Humanity
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Our local impact

decided to arrange a repair service. We invited
five volunteers from MTR to take part in the
renovation activity. The volunteers were full of
enthusiasm and eager to make a positive change
to Mrs Cheng's home.

They first tackled the ceilings in the kitchen and
bathroom. With great care, they removed the
damaged sections and carried out the necessary
repairs. Under professional guidance, they
demonstrated excellent teamwork and paid
close attention to every detail. Afterwards, they
moved on to the walls in the living room, where
they cleaned and repaired them to restore a
clean and tidy appearance.

After a full day's hard work, Mrs Cheng's home
was completely transformed. By the afternoon,
all the repair work had been completed. When
Mrs Cheng saw the changes to her flat, she said
with great emotion, “Thank you so much!
My home looks so beautiful now. | feel much
better!” A joyful smile spread across her face as
she felt the care and warmth of the community.

This renovation not only improved Mrs Cheng's
living conditions but also gave her a renewed
sense of hope. The efforts of Habitat for
Humanity and the MTR volunteers have brought
real and meaningful improvements to her daily
life, turning her home into a safer and more
comfortable place once again.
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Decluttering & deep cleaning
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From Darkness to Light: Volunteers Restore Electricity to
70-Year-Old Grandpa Leung's Home After 3 Months Without

Power
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At 70 years old, Grandpa Leung lives alone in Hoi Fu
Court, Mong Kok. For three long months, his home
was without electricity after the power supply failed.
Despite his efforts to get assistance from the Housing
Department, the inspection couldn't proceed as his
home was so cluttered that the electrical plug was
completely inaccessible. A social worker from the
Salvation Army recognised the urgency of the situation
and reached out to Habitat for Humanity Hong Kong
for help. On 18 November, 2024, our team sprang into
action. Two local domestic workers and two volunteers
joined forces to tackle the clutter and hygiene issues in
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Our local impact

Grandpa Leung's home. The morning was spent sorting
and removing unnecessary items, while the afternoon
was dedicated to a deep cleaning of the living space.

After hours of focused work, the team uncovered
the buried electrical switch, allowing the Housing
Department to finally inspect the system. In
December 2024, electricity was successfully
restored. The impact was immediate and profound.
Grandpa Leung expressed heartfelt gratitude,
sharing that having power again brought immense
comfort, especially during the cold winter months.
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We launched Phase 2 of our Ageing in Place
programme in January 2024, funded by ZeShan
Foundation, Kerry Group, and the Yau Family
Charitable Foundation. It delivers home
modifications to an additional 350 elderly
households, benefiting around 525 elderly
beneficiaries and caregivers.

This year we launched an online resource platform
and campaign to raise awareness and adoption of
home modifications, while strengthening ties with
private and social welfare stakeholders. We also
introduced an online Home Safety Assessment tool,
allowing older adults, social workers, caregivers,
and family members to evaluate home safety.

Partnering with the Jockey Club Design Institute
for Social Innovation at the Hong Kong Polytechnic
University, we are assessing the impact of
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Our local impact

modifications for those aged 60+. Early results show
73% of beneficiaries report greater confidence in
daily activities and 87% experience fewer accidents
in the home. We look forward to building on these
findings throughout Phase 2.

On 4 February 2025, Ms. Lam from Christian Family
Service Centre Wong Tai Sin referred us to Granny
Fong, an 86-year-old living alone in Fung Tak Estate.
Her resilience amid heart disease, high blood
pressure, and chronic lung disease deeply moved
us. Requiring 24-hour oxygen via ventilator, her
mobility is severely limited, she moves slowly with
a walking aid, knees trembling. Mostly confined to
her modest apartment, her world is bounded by its
walls.

A home visit revealed a deteriorating bathroom
ceiling with peeling paint and falling debris,
worsening her breathing and turning her sanctuary
into a source of distress. No doorbell added to
her isolation. Recognizing the urgency, Ms. Lam
contacted us to restore safety and dignity.

Our team visited on 13 February 2025 and identified
eight key modifications after a thorough safety
assessment: renovating ceilings, repairing bed rails,
applying leak-proof coating, installing a sound-and-
flashing doorbell, providing a four-point crutch,
adding bathroom handrails and a bath chair, and
ensuring a secure space.

With Granny Fong's agreement, we completed the
work on 11 March 2025 in two hours. The impact
was profound: refreshed ceilings eased her fears,
the bath chair and handrails gave new confidence,
and the flashing doorbell reconnected her to the
world. We didn't just repair a home, we honoured a
life, helping her age with greater comfort and peace.
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Habitat's Women Build is an international campaign
that has been engaging volunteers around the world
since 1991 to support projects that empower women,
children and the disadvantaged living in poverty across
the globe. Over the last few years in Hong Kong, we
have renovated three women's shelters, a community
centre and a children's playground, in partnership with
local NGOs.

In March 2025, Women Build expanded into a year-
round programme to foster deeper connections in
the community. With the changing legislation around
subdivied units (SDUs), our goal is to provide single
mothers and their children living in substandard SDUs
with a pathway to stable housing.

With the support of JP Morgan, JLL, TTlv, Saint Gobain,
and several individual donors, we established a Women
Build Fund to enable us to respond quickly to the new
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Our local impact

and emerging needs of vulnerable women in the local
community.

A group of dedicated volunteers have formed our
Women Build Network and provided support for the
relocation of three single mothers and their children
from subdivided units into public housing. They also
helped with decluttering, packing, unpacking, cleaning
and furniture installation. We are in the process of
moving three more families in the coming months.

We have also run two community events to raise
awareness of the programme and bring our Women
Build donors, volunteers and families together, fostering
inclusion and building hope for a brighter future.

We aim to launch a Women Build Advisory Board in
January 2026 to oversee the strategic direction of
Women Build and the next iteration of this innovative
pilot programme in March 2026. Together, we can
empower disadvantaged women and children in our
community.

Her story shows that giving time and heart not only
brightens spaces but also builds compassionate, connected
communities.
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Habitat Hong Kong's Board Chair Jenny
Chang, CEO Jo Hayes, Deputy CEO Katherine
Rumble, and Programme Manager Emma Lau
met with the Under Secretary for Housing,
Mr. Victor Tai, and his team, to discuss the
new regulatory regime for Basic Housing
Units (BHUs) in June 2025. We are extremely
encouraged by the proactive steps the
Housing Bureau is taking to improve living
conditions for residents in Subdivided Units
(SDUs).

To support residents through this transition,
Habitat for Humanity Hong Kong will offer direct
services including relocation support, assistance
with housing applications, legal advice on
tenancy issues, and workshops on fire safety and
pest control.

We remain committed to working closely
with the Housing Bureau and our community
partners to build a more inclusive Hong Kong,
where everyone has access to safe, decent, and
affordable housing.

Since its launch in 2012, the Goodman Magic Mile has
blended sport and philanthropy, uniting people to
promote healthy living and support those in need.
Marking its 10th edition in 2025, this event has helped
transform living conditions across the local community.
Thanks to the generosity of participants, corporate
partners, and volunteers, it continues to make a
meaningful impact in Hong Kong.

The 2025 Magic Mile Charity Run, held on 9 March
at Goodman Interlink, welcomed corporate teams,
families, and individuals of all fitness levels. It featured
two formats: the Magic Mile Classic (about 1.6 km run/
walk up the cargo ramp) and the Magic Mile Challenge
(around 6.4 km solo, competitive event over four laps).
A family-friendly fair offered hot meals, beverages, ice
cream, live entertainment, and interactive activities to
highlight the charitable cause.

The HK$2.28 million raised supported Habitat
for Humanity Hong Kong's Project Home Works
programme, improving living conditions for 525
families through renovations, deep cleaning,
decluttering, modifications, and winter home kits. This
partnership reflects Goodman’ s ongoing commitment
to better housing and stronger communities in Hong
Kong.

Kathy Lau still vividly recalls the fresh paint smell on
a humid 2022 afternoon in Jordan. As an architecture
master's student, she followed her tutor into a
forgotten industrial building transformed by Habitat for
Humanity Hong Kong into bright, safe transitional flats.
Sunlight streamed through new windows, children
laughed below, and something clicked inside her. This
was architecture that truly changed lives.

Having hauled cement in Ghana and framed timber in
Cambodia, she realized Hong Kong's hidden housing
issues needed her too. She joined Project Home Works,
one-day renovations delivering immediate, visible
impact.

"Each case is unique and unforgettable," Kathy says.
She remembers every home partner's smile and the
light in their eyes. Despite her overseas experience, the
work was demanding: with volunteer "Sifu" craftsmen,
they cleaned, decluttered, scraped grime, repainted
walls, and re-tiled tiny units, climbing ladders all day.

Each project taught her technical repairs, listening
before designing, and clear communication. Above all,
she learned decent housing quietly underpins dignity.

"Learn to serve, serve to learn" she smiles. It's been
heartwarming, earning "kiddo" nicknames from fellow
sifus, gaining hands-on skills, and helping families.
Through every project, Kathy builds not just homes,
but hope, one grateful smile at a time.
