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Habitat’s Women Build is an international campaign that, since 1991, has been engaging
volunteers around the world to support Habitat projects that empower women, children
and the disadvantaged living in poverty across the globe.

Each year in March, we collaborate with local NGOs supporting women and children in
Hong Kong and run a special renovation project to celebrate International Women’s Day.

In partnership with Goodman Group, this year's Women Build comprised of an online
campaign to #BreakTheBias in the housing sector and three projects to renovate facilities
for Mother’s Choice and PathFinders. These two NGOs in Hong Kong are dedicated to
supporting disadvantaged women and children’s groups who do not have access to family
supportin Hong Kong.
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Assisting migrant domestic workers through PathFinders

PathFinders has a mission to ensure the most vulnerable and unsupported children in Hong
Kong are protected and respected, and their migrant mothers - predominantly current or
former migrant domestic workers - are empowered to find a path to a bright future.
PathFinders is the only Hong Kong charity dedicated to supporting the unique
vulnerabilities of children born to migrant mothers. Since 2008, PathFinders has
supported almost 9,200 mothers and children find a path to a brighter future.

PathFinders operates a community centre and a shelter for migrant domestic workers, a
large community of women in Hong Kong. Habitat upgrade a community support centre in
Tai Kok Tsui to provide more facilities and a better environment so PathFinders can better
deliver their counselling, education and healthcare services. The project also delivered an
upgrade to an existing shelter which offers emergency and temporary accommodation for
migrant domestic workers and their newborn babies who have no alternative
accommodation in Hong Kong.
